A greenbelt serves as a bu er zone between urban
areas and natural habitats, to prevent ecological devastation
and erosion caused by unrestricted urban development. For
the villagers who have called this land their home for decades;
the pain and su ering of imminent eviction and witnessing
the cherished ecosystem being eroded away are di cult to
put into words. is year is likely to be the very last to harvest
from the three villages. We'd like to take this last opportunity
to host the festival again and bring the attention back to the
signi cance of rural life, nature and conservation in contrast

with urban expansion.

Nothing can compare with coming to Wang Chau and
experiencing in person the land, food, stories and spirit that

makes this area of land so special.
